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Ginger Buttress Approach

Descent:from ramps in gully under ginger
cracks, stay high on the trail you came up.
avoid many tempting trails which drop into
gully.aim for the split boulder before you
drop down the main ginger buttress/
crimson chrysalis trail.

times: at a quick clip, about an hour from pullout
to power failure/unimpeachable/crimson. a little
less coming down. slower if its 90 degrees/11pm/
your headlamp batteries are dead/ etc.

steep bushy embankment

go several yards above split boulder,
then veer left onto good trail and
contour high side of gully to get to
ginger buttress. exit trail to ramps on
left when ramps looks easy. continue
past ginger cracks into gully to get
to unimpeachable groping, all you
can eat, power failure..

go right at split boulder to
climb ramp to crimson chrysalis

@enormous split boulder.

steep dusty trail heading up
to crimson chrysalis ramp

large rocky wash. enter at cairn.
go 20 yards around corner. exit
onto good trail at cairn.

small bushy wash

5min

take a right at obvious
fork at two trees

to mescalito

§ cross second running wash just past two benches and

/T fire ecology sign, at long dead tree across wash.
-

§ first running wash. cross straight across near fire ecology sign.

to mescalito

take left at *second* fire ecology loop sign

pine creek pullout
